§47-1. Purpose.

The purpose of this chapter is to prevent public and private nuisances caused by outdoor fires deliberately or carelessly set and maintained; and to avoid unnecessary calls or alarms to the local and neighboring volunteer fire departments.

§47-2. General burning restrictions.

A. In Residential Zones R1, R2, and R3 (per the East Franklin Township Zoning Map¹); the C-1 area west of State Route 268 bounded by Sherwood Drive, Butler Road, and SR 268; and the C-1 area west of State Route 268 bounded by Blackthorn Drive and SR 268, no person, association, partnership, firm or corporation shall set or maintain an outdoor fire for the disposal of materials other than ordinary household Class A debris, which is wood, paper, cloth, and related materials that do not create noxious odors and heavy smoke.

B. Prohibited  materials are any material(s) that create noxious odors and heavy smoke such as leaves, grass, shrubbery, and household garbage (i.e., food wastes, diapers, cans, glass, shingles, tires, etc.), or create a justified neighborhood nuisance.

C. The burning of materials brought/hauled into East Franklin Township from areas outside of East Franklin Township is strictly prohibited.
