PUBLIC COMMENT:
       Jeff Mantini – My Company is currently building the new State Police barracks.  I received 

           a bill in the mail for storm water/site plan review from the Township.  I was never told 
           by the Township I would be receiving a bill for $2,192.26.  I was shocked to receive a bill 
           and the cost to review the plans.   I have a copy of my engineer’s fee per hour which is 
           considerable less than what Bankson Engineers charges per hour to just review the plans.  
       Ken Howard – It’s a standard in the Municipal Planning Code to pass the cost of engineering
           reviews to the developer.  Our rates are similar to other engineers who review plans.

         Jeff Mantini – I am questioning the hourly rate for reviewing plans?   In the future the 

           developer should be told there is a fee and it should be a flat rate for reviewing plans.
       Sandy Hiner – We purchased property on Glade Run Road and would like to bring our 
           horse.  We want to lease land from the Montebell’s, and fence in a small area for our 
           horse.  I understand the land is an R-1 zone. 

       Barry Peters – You can’t have a horse in an R-1 zone.  I would say to come to a Planning 
           Commission meeting and discuss it with the board.

       Bill Reed – We got the letter the Township Solicitor sent about the property that we just
           purchased.  Does the Township stand by what the Solicitor has written in the letter?

       Barry Peters – According to our Solicitor if we were to rezone that area, it would be 
           considered spot zoning and it would be denied by the County.  The only way you could 
           build a storage building on that property is asking for a variance hearing.    Variance 
           hearing cost $600.00 nonrefundable whether the Zoning Hearing Board approves or 
           denies.  
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Jennifer Bellas – Armstrong County – CDBG Funds Update – Currently we have verified  

      lateral connections for twenty-eight households, two household that are still in the 
      verification process and one was found ineligible.  We paid twenty-seven tap fees with
      2012 and some from 2013 CDBG Funds.  We were over on tap fees so we used some 
      of 2013 CDBG Funds.  We are going to be using the rest of 2013 CDBG Funds and will

      need approximately $35,000.00 from the 2014 CDBG Funds to cover the cost of laterals.  
      We have approached Nonprofit Housing which has funds available to be advanced until 
      your 2014 CDBG Funds become available.  Nonprofit Housing and DCED have approved 
      the advance of funds.  We will need to do an agreement with those entities. The Township 
      2014 CDBG allocation is $82,463.00 which is $1,283.00 increase from last year.   I will 
      hold your second public meeting prior to your October meeting.  And will adopt the 
      resolution and submit your application at your November meeting.  We have two possible 
      projects:  Playground in Tarrtown and/or update sewage plants.
Bankson Engineering – Ken Howard – Heritage Park – We brought three complete set of  

      drawings for the restrooms at the park.  Municipal Building – All documents have been 
      forward to the bank.  The bank wants Electronic CAD Drawings of the building on file.

                  Road.  The paving project in the village of Tarrtown has started as of today.

                  Various sections of the dirt roads are being graded and stone being applied

                  to them.  Roadside mowing is still being performed also.
