Barry Peters – It’s nice to be in the new building.  We want to thank Bankson Engineering for

       the work that has been done.  We still have some things that need done to get this project

       finished.  
Bankson Engineering – Ken Howard – We are pleased with the building but we need to
       get the old municipal building demolished and the ground work complete.  We have been

       working on the Sewage SCADA System to get it running.  Contacted Doug Wachowiak
       from HSC Instrumentation.  He has discovered the software program used by the SCADA

       System is not a software program he can operate.  So he is recommending that the 

       Township purchase the 150 Citect software which would require 75Pt License. The cost
       would be approximately $4,800.00 plus his labor to configure the system.  We would 

       charge by the hour and it should take approximately 32-40 hours.  Total cost would be 
       $4,800.00 to $5,500.00.  If you went with radios it would cost approximately $1,000.00 for 
       a radio study and the radio equipment for each site would cost around $3,300.00 per site.  
       Phone lines would work instead of the radios but the Township would have a monthly bill.

     ROAD MASTER REPORT:
           Nineteen of the last 30 days we have had snow and sub-zero conditions.  Temperatures
                below twenty degrees will cause the salt to be ineffective.  Two days we had heavy

                rain which caused icy conditions on the dirt roads.  Our salt orders are having a 
                substantial delay.  We have not received the entire order of 140 tons that was placed

                on January 3rd.  The supply of anti-skid is depleted which we are now receiving 

                straight sand.  To date the Township has purchased 461 tons of salt and 1500 tons

                of anti-skid.  We also have been moving material from the old office building to our

                current one.

         Tim Medice – The Auditors meet on February 25, 2014 to set the Supervisors wage 

                for 2014.  If the Auditors approve a wage increase for the Supervisors, I would
                hope the Supervisors refuse the wage increase.  The Township Sewage Fund
                raised rates this year and that still didn’t balance the budget.  I hope you realize 
                that by taking a raise you are putting the Sewage Fund further in debt and rates 
                will have to go up even higher next year.  The Township can’t keep taking money
                from General Fund to pay for sewage.
