Jennifer Bellas – Armstrong County – CDBG Funds Update – We have 2012 CDBG Funds 
      being used for tap fees and laterals.  We have twenty-six households that qualified for tap 
      assistance and three household that are still in the verification process.  We paid twenty-
      one full taps and a partial tap on 2012 CDBG Funds.  We were over on tap fees so we 
      used some of 2013 CDBG Funds.  We are going to be using the rest of 2013 CDBG Funds
      for the laterals but we are going to be short by $25,000.00.   If the Township is going to 
      pay for all laterals that have been designated low to moderate income, the Township will      

      need to use $25,000.00 from 2014 CDBG Funds to cover the costs.

Approximately 25tons of hot mix asphalt 

                  has been used to repair areas that were saw cut out on Deer Run Road in 

                  preparation for the seal coat project.  Preparing 1600ft of French’s Corner

                  Road for surface treatment along with 4000ft of T/Claypoole Road.  The 

                  seal coat bid will take place on the third week of August weather permitting.
