       ROAD MASTER REPORT:
           The month was started by hauling rock to build the new entrance road into the 

                Township Park.  We also installed 140ft of 15in culvert pipe along Lemmon

                Hollow Road with a concrete inlet at the entrance of the Park Road.  A 4ft

                diameter, 60ft long existing metal culvert pipe also had to be replaced due

                to separation and the bottom of pipe was deteriorated because of rust.  The

                ash hopper for the one ton truck has been repaired by placing a new auger
                chain and sprockets on it.  The spreader box has been placed on the 

                International truck and it is ready for winter services.  The shoulders have
                been cut along Furnace Run Road and 2RC stone is being applied to the
                surface.  The shoulders have also been cut along Boltz Road.  We have
                received 215 tons of salt and 195 tons of anti-skid this month.
