AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF EAST FRANKLIN, AMENDING SPECIFIC PROVISIONS OF THE TOWNSHIP ZONING ORDINANCE #1-1984, AS AMENDED BY ORDINANCE #7-2003, AS AMENDED BY ORDINANCE #2-2006, AS AMENDED BY ORDINANCE #01-2008.  THIS ORDINANCE APPLIES TO ALL ZONING DISTRICTS.  THE ORDINANCE ESTABLISHES PROVISIONS THAT ADDRESS REQUESTS BY THE PUBLIC TO INSTALL SIGNING WITHIN EAST FRANKLIN TOWNSHIP.  THE ORDINANCE ADDRESSES SIGNS BY TYPE, PERMIT REQUIREMENTS, NONCONFORMING SIGNS, HEIGHT, SIZE, QUANTITY, MAINTENANCE, AND SETBACKS.

WHEREAS, Act no. 247 of 1968, P.L. 805 known as the Pennsylvania Municipalities Planning Code (as reenacted and amended) enables the local governing body, in accordance with the conditions and procedures of the Act, to enact, amend and repeal zoning ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Township Board of Supervisors deem it necessary to accommodate reasonable overall community growth, to provide for the use of land within the municipality for various uses, and to provide for coordinated and practical community development.

BE IT THEREFORE ENACTED AND ORDAINED, by the East Franklin Township Board of Supervisors, Armstrong County, Pennsylvania, as follows:
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
